We had a light wind regatta with 2 races on Saturday.   The Sunday morning race was abandoned when we 
started sailing backwards in no wind.  Sunday afternoon was a great race in the swell and 10-14 knots of 
breeze.  Trent Wiggins was spotted by CPSC Eyewitness News back in an NS14 for the Sunday Afternoon 
Race and an abandoned Sabre on the breakwater rocks in Twofold Bay.
